Chur dog owners paid an average of $24
a day, and cat owners 515 a day, However,
prices varied enormously depending on
extras [administering medication, coercise,
bathing), duration (some have relatively high
minimum payments for shor stays], number of
animals {you can sometimes get a disoount far
meore than one pet) and bocation {city versus

In most stares, there are no legal
requirements regarding standards of per
boarding facilities, although they must be
capable of ensuring that obligaticns under che
various Acts eoncerning animal welfare and
prevention of cruelty w animals are med, Some
states have codes of practice for pet boarding
facilities, wiidch sef our minimum reguirements

in addition 1o asking peopls for details of their experiences, we also conducted
a small survey to find owt how popular various formes of pet care ane, and hoaw
satisfied peoply wene overall.

(O thase whis responded, the most popular ferm of care lor dog owners was
boarding facilitias (33%), closely follwed by staying in the home ol Iiends o
relatives (26%) or havirg & iiend or relative houseslt (25%),

Among cab pwners, the most commaon farm of cae was having the cat slay
teprna wnel @ Trienad or relative pop in 1o feed i {52% — only 18% of dog owners
usecl this epdion), Having a fiend or relative housesit (26%) or having the cat
boarded (23%] wene a distant second and third,

Wl peapke (around So%] were 'very satisfied” with the care their pets
receivid.
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for housing, feeding, exercise, health and veterinary
care, hygiene and security. However, excep in Victorin,
these codes aren’t mandasory.

Kennels

We received many heartwarming stories of dogs
revurning from ‘their holdiday' happy and healthy, having
enjoved romps in the coontryside and playing with
orher dogs.

For other dogs — and their owmers — it can be o
nighrmare, We heard of incidents, ranging from the
relatively minor o the more seriows, The worst siory
we received involved a sleeping dog whose beg hadl
inadvertently venmured through the fence, and was
manded by the dog In the next cage. “The owners were
called back on the second day of their holiday, and had
to have their dog pur down. The unsymipathetc kennel
owner refused 1o take any responsibilicg,

Other problems involved lack of exercise — 0% nil
always clear that exercise time miy be an optional extrn,
fr which you pay. Then there's the definition of ‘play’;
it could mean one-on-one fime with a carer, gening loc
of atvention and affection; access to an exercke arei
alone ar with one, two, six or 20 other dogs, perhaps
supervised, perhaps not; or allowing vour dog into a
play area alone while their cage is cleaned, with no real
imperus for active play.

The minimum recommendations for @xencise spelt
aut {n the codes of pracrice we looked ot pre peeess (o an
exercise area or walking o dog on a lead far ag least 10
mirmres, twice daily, Most people would probably expect
thseir dos o ger more than this. (Also see Dag stocking,
pagze 31.)

Catteries

While many people were satisfied with the care their
cals pecedvad in catterics, it seems cots don't get quite os
good o deal as dogs when it comes to boarding, Perluips
it's reasoned that cots are anlber and less active than
chiogs = tlsey sleep much of the day, and therefore need
less space, Whatever the reason, cats rend 1o end up in
fairly small, though perhaps multd-level enges. As one
wehsite put it, “each v provides spoce and opportaenity

The environment can be fnirdy dull, or even stressful
if your cat doesn't like the close company of other cas, A
fiew readers coonmented on some counery fecilities that
consksred of cages within a large tin shed: cold in winter,
hot in summer and no outside view or natue lah,

Vet boarding

The main complaine about vers’ boarding facilities was
thar the cages were very smal — designed for animals
recuperating from illness or surgery, rather than for

IN-HOME CARE

The main afternative m boarding, which may
particularly suit people with cacs, fish andor caged
anbmals, is hiwing someone care for them in your home
— by eirlser moving into vour house for the duration

of your absence, or visinng anoe ar twice a dioy to look
after your pets and othervise Keep an eve on the house.

The potential benefits include that your pet stays in
il comfortable, roomy and fmiliar environment, your
garden and pot plants can also be cared for, and yous
home con looak Hved-in for increased home securiny,
While a home wvisit gervice can costas much as keeping
one pet in'a boarding facility, If you have several pots
yolrll commie out ihesd.

Patential drowbacks include lack of privacy, tkamage
and neglect to vour home and possessions and punting
wouir it in somenne who may let vou — and your
animals — down. If you're using a home visit service, or
even i howss sioer whowaorks bong days, your pet mighe
become bored and lonely, and set up o misclief,

A few people commented chey'd had minders
[usually filends or relatives) who weren't really animal-
peaple, and while kind and well-intentioned, didn't look
after the pets as well is they should because they didn't
nobice poyehing amiss,

Thee murin problems our readers repored seemed
to be that thie people were unreliable: not tuming up
every doy For feeding ond attendon, or noe living in the
house as per the agreement (for example, having reo
overtapping house-sitting arrangements; and spreading
themsehves o liode thin)

Cats wenz fed only dev can food (despite frocen 'fresh’
foodd being lisft for them], and had been left with dey
water bowls, Dogs weren't walked, nnd were srarved
of company due to the minder not being arcund as
promised, Animals belng overfed was just as much a
problem us being underfed — agk anyone who's put
their pet on o bong-term weight-reducing diet, anly to
see the effects Blown ina few weeks, And one minder
replaced [presumatbly .0 a dend goldfish with a
Stamese fgheing Gsh, 10s rather lonely!

your dog to live with them — as & part of their
household, Fees charged are around $28-35 o day,
varying by peak and off-peak periods. You also
provide all food and equipment,

Sometimes the carers are peaple who love
dogs but don't want the commitment of cwning
o, Somietimes they are animal lovers with
pets of their own, happy o help others out. The
carer themselves only gets 36 of your daily fee
— & they're not in i for the mapey, The rest
cowers public linkbility insurnnce and workers
comprensition, s well as administration.

If soanething happens oo the original corer while
you're away, and they cin no longer look after your
dog, the franchisee will find an aliermative carer
(or tmke the dog in themselves) — so vou won be
left in the lurch. There are franchises in Sydney,
Melbourne, Brisbane, Adelaide, Canberra, the
Gold Cosst and Cairns,

We abso had remders wheo were very happy
with independent operarors wia offered o similar
service. While these tended 1o be cheaper, there
may be a problem if something happens and
they're no longer able o look after vour dog.

olher eguipment you bring, and likes and dislikes indicate
the operatods ane inferested shd organised.
